This list is given to you for extensive reading. By extensive reading, we hope that you will choose
from this extensive ‘buffet’ of books and add variety to your general reading diet. From this variety,
we hope that you will find some that will excite you and even some that will become your good or
best friends.

Books offer us ideas and possibilities to ignite our imagination. Every one of us has only one life to
lead, but there is no limit to who (or what) we can be, no limit to the experiences or worlds we can
encounter in the world of books. Books offer us a chance to escape into a different world and enter
the lives of people different from us. They offer us a chance to pretend to be - for a magical moment
- to see the world from the eyes of someone else from a different time, a different place, and of a
different personality from what we are. Books also open our eyes and make us aware of others
whose lives are different from ours.

Be open in your choice of books and worlds, dare to meet those who are different from you. Observe
their situations, and consider their responses - and hopefully you will also find that ways in which
you are similar to them. An encounter with a good book is an opportunity to converse with people
from another time or period. You may not like every character or book you encounter, but you will
be richer for the exposure. Your world will expand as you are exposed to other points of view. You
get to see yourself as others may see you, and you get to see how others see themselves. You may
even discover ways that will allow you to make meaning out of your own life, or to reach out and
connect with others.

For those of you who wonder how reading will help you improve your language ability, consider
this: Good writers not only write well, they have ideas that interest their readers. To develop good
ideas, you need to read, so you can increase the experiences and knowledge. In addition, when you
read, you may also look at the writing techniques used by the writer, and gain ideas about how to
polish your own writing. When you read a good book, it should inspire you to wonder at the creative
possibilities that language offers us - that the right word, at the right place, should be able to move
us and leave a deep impression. It should also make us wonder at the skill with which writers use
language - while having fun with language at the same time.

Most importantly, this list is offered to you in the hope that you can find the right companion with
which you can spend time with. We wish you the pleasure of an enjoyable read which should be
one of your most memorable learning experiences in English.

1 Adam, Paul Escape from Shadow Island

murdered and Max's mother went to jail for the crime.Now a mysterious man has shown up backstage after one of Max's shows,
telling Max that not only is his mother innocent, but his father is still alive. He can provide only one clue, and the clue leads from
his home in London to the exotic and deadly Central American country of Santo Domingo and the impenetrable fortress on the
sinister Isla de Sombra...

9 Broach, Elise Masterpiece

Anne is described as bright and quick, eager to please, talkative, and extremely imaginative. The book recounts the orphan Anne's
adventures in making a home — and friends - in Green Gables.

47 Morpurgo, Michael The Amazing Story of Adolphus Tips

It's 1943, and twelve-year-old Lily Tregenza lives on a farm in an idyllic seaside village in England. Apart from her father being away
and the "townie" evacuees at school, her life is scarcely touched by the war . . . until Lily and her family, along with 3,000 other
villagers, are ordered to evacuate their homes to allow the Allied forces to practise their landings for D-day. It's a dangerous operation
— guns firing and bombs exploding — and the whole area is off-limits. But Adolphus Tips, Lily's adored cat, has other ideas —
barbed wire and "Keep out!" signs mean nothing to her.
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48 Neville, Emily It's Like This, Cat

This is a coming-of-age story about a boy and his pet cat set in late 1950's New York. The novel relies heavily on references to the
period, though the characters deal with concerns that present-day readers can found equivalents to. This novel is written in the first
person present-tense, with a strong voice characterised by the slang of the period.

49  O'Brien, Robert C. Mrs Frisby and the Rats of NIMH

Mrs. Frisby, a widowed mouse with four small children, is faced with a terrible problem. She must move her family to their summer
quarters immediately, or face almost certain death. But her youngest son, Timothy, lies ill with pneumonia and must not be moved.
Fortunately, she encounters the rats of NIMH, an extraordinary breed of highly intelligent creatures, who come up with a brilliant
solution to her dilemma.

50 Paterson, Katherine Bridge to Terabithia

Jess Aarons has been practicing all summer so he can be the fastest runner in the fifth grade. And he almost is, until the new girl in
school, Leslie Burke, outpaces him. The two become fast friends and spend most days in the woods behind Leslie's house, where
they invent an enchanted land called Terabithia. One morning, Leslie goes to Terabithia without Jess and a tragedy occurs. It will
take the love of his family and the strength that Leslie has given him for Jess to be able to deal with his grief.

51*  Paulsen, Gary Hatchet

Thirteen-year-old Brian Robeson is on his way to visit his father when the single-engine plane in which he is flying crashes. Suddenly,
Brian finds himself alone in the Canadian wilderness with nothing but a tattered Windbreaker and the hatchet his mother gave him
as a present—and the dreadful secret that has been tearing him apart since his parent’s divorce. But now Brian has no time for
anger, self pity, or despair—it will take all his know-how and determination, and more courage than he knew he possessed, to
survive.

But when something terrible happens to Jamie, his best friend has to face the tragedy alone. Without Jamie, there are so many
impossible questions to answer -- how can your best friend be gone forever? How can some things, like playing games in the sun
or the taste of the blackberries that Jamie loved, go on without him?

55 Spyri, Johanna Heidi

At the age of five, little orphan Heidi is sent to live with her grandfather in the Alps. Everyone in the village is afraid of him, but Heidi
is fascinated by his long beard and bushy grey eyebrows. She loves her life in the mountains, playing in the sunshine and growing
up amongst the goats and birds.
